An official evaluation of transfer credit
will be done upon admission to the university. Transfer credits will be evaluated and applied according to the current
catalog and the approved Essential Studies list at the first semester of enrollment at UND.

Students planning to transfer to UND are encouraged to have phone or email contact with a UND advisor. Students may
call the Advising Office at 1-800-CALL-UND ext. 4974 or (701) 777-4974.

CJ 101, 102, and 155 will transfer as elective credits to UND but will not count as part of the CJ major. Licensed police officers with a certificate
from LRSC may complete these courses.

Admission to UND's Criminal Justice Program requires completion of 45 credits including CJ 201, 210, 220, and 270 with a 2.7 average on
those four courses as well as an 2.7 cumulative GPA.

The Criminal Justice major requires either (1) language proficiency of level IV in a modern foreign language; or (2) 20 credit hours, at least 9 of
which must be numbered 300 or above, in any single subject matter taught at the university.
